MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 21.1.10
Approved unanimously and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record.

MATTERS ARISING:

Bridleway at Ashbeds.  Still no information available at present.
BOAT1 at Cwm Lane Cottage.  Clerk had spoken to Mr Webb, who said that the hardcore promised over a year ago to reinforce the first 50m of the track had not materialised.  After discussion, Clerk was instructed to write to the Countryside Access Team regarding this.

Local Joint Committee.  Mr Croxton reported on the meeting held at Bishops Castle SpArC centre, and confirmed that some more grants had been awarded, but nothing thought to be local.  There was a little bit of money left, and more grant money was expected for next year.  Applications should be made in the autumn.  In total £49,000 had been awarded this year.
A representative from BT had spoken about the lack of broadband in the area, this was generally due to the great distance from the exchange.  There were possible solutions, but these were expensive.
The next LJC meeting was scheduled for Edgton in May.

Clunton Brook.  Letter had been received from Shropshire Council stating that the dredging of rivers was the responsibility of the riparian landowners.  However, Councillors were of the opinion that the Environment Agency should be involved, especially regarding opening up the mouth of the brook where it enters the River Clun, because the present situation contributed to flooding in the village.  Clerk to write to the Environment Agency.

Purslow War Memorial.  Quotation had been received from Mr Jonathan Protheroe for the renovation, in the sum of £890.00.  Councillors agreed to accept this.  Clerk to contact Mr Protheroe.  
Twitchen Notice Board.  Mr Bailey had this matter in hand.

Clunbury Sign on Twitchen Road.  The sign had gone missing.  If it could not be found, another could be obtained from Shropshire Council.  It needed to be positioned lower down to avoid the hedge trimmer.

Damaged Seat at Twitchen.  Clerk was given the name of someone who may be able to repair this.
CLUNBURY MAINS DRAINAGE

The scheme was working, but there was still no electricity on site, this could possibly be supplied via an underground cable but there were problems crossing the river.
PARISH PLAN:
Mr Hoskins tabled a list of short term action points for the Parish Council.  Actions to be taken were agreed as follows:

Flood alleviation.  Mr Hoskins to draft a letter to Shropshire Council.

Traffic calming in Clunbury.  Ms Alice Dilly to be contacted regarding the position of speed strips.  Clerk to request a copy of the results from the current Twitchen survey when available.
Litter.  Clerk to contact neighbouring Parish Councils to ascertain whether this was a general problem.

Lack of NHS dentists in the area.  Clerk to contact neighbouring Parish Councils re: this.

Letter from Parish Plan Steering Group re: possible set up of Community Youth Club/ After School Club.

Mr Malcolm Smith handed over a cheque in the sum of £548.02, being the balance outstanding from the grants received for the creation of the Parish Plan.  This to be ring fenced for actions contained in the Plan.

Southern Shropshire Partnership notification of next and final meeting.  Clerk said the Partnership was to be wound up as funding had been withdrawn.

Energy Savings Trust letter + enclosure re: Green Communities.  To Mrs Marsh.

ROADS
Failed Street Light.  Clerk was having difficulty reporting this.
Brown Tourism Sign for Clunton Coppice.  Clerk reported that this was paid for by Shropshire Wildlife Trust, who were unwilling to move the sign to Purslow.  Councillors said the problem was with car drivers trying to find the houses at Clunton Coppice, rather than the reserve.  It was decided to take no further action.
Sat Nav Problems.  Copy letter from Cwm Bydd Farm to Mr Glyn Shaw at Shropshire Council re: introduction of “Unsuitable for HGVs” signs.  Councillors supported this suggestion.
Beambridge Bridge.  Letter from Mr G Shaw suggesting an environmental weight limit for a trial period of 18 months.  Agreed, also signs on the main road would help.  There was also a problem with a blocked culvert, which caused flooding.
Purslow Crossroads.  Site meeting to be arranged.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs Morgan asked whether anyone had views on Google Intrusion, namely photos of all houses appearing on the internet.  Fine details were included, sufficient to assist burglars.  Clerk to write to Mr P Dunne MP.
Mr Smith was invited to speak from the floor and said that the pavements in Clunton needed sweeping as the recent bad weather had deposited a considerable amount of soil, etc.  Clerk to report this, copy to Mr Hartin.
