Agreed unanimously and signed by the Vice Chairman as a true and accurate record.

MATTERS ARISING
Bridleway at Ashbeds.  Site meeting had been held on 28.9.10, attended by the Vice Chairman, Mrs Marsh, Mr Jones, the Clerk, and Ms Lucy McFarlane from Shropshire County Council.  Mrs Parsonage had also been informed.  Mr Les Thomas from McCartneys had been unable to attend as he was off sick.
Bridleway 10 was not usable in the vicinity of Ashbeds.

Footpath 9 further along the road was not suitable for horses because of the steep gradient in places, which would also cause the surface to be badly damaged by horses.

Access could be effected much further along the road via another part of BW10, or alternatively down the forestry track next to Ashbeds.

A written report was awaited from Ms McFarlane.

Purslow War Memorial.  The Royal British Legion had organised the repairs, however the Stonemason was now VAT registered.  It was suggested that the Parish Council pay for the repairs in order to claim back the VAT as the memorial was the property of the Parish Council.  The RBL would cover the net cost.
Clunton Brook.  Letter had been received from the Environment Agency, which was not satisfactory.  Clerk to write again.

Mr Davies reported that the difference of opinion in the parish regarding cutting of vegetation in the brook seemed to have resolved itself.
