MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 30.9.10

Agreed unanimously and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record.
MATTERS ARISING:

Bridleway at Ashbeds.  Ms Lucy McFarlane from Shropshire Council had submitted a written report on the site meeting held in September.  The possibility of upgrading Footpath No. 9 to bridleway status was not acceptable owing to the steep gradient, which would not be suitable for horses, and would also cause excessive damage to the surface.  Ms McFarlane and Councillor Marsh walked along the forestry track and down to Ashbeds and the claimed section.  Ms McFarlane was now preparing the delegated report which would contain her recommendation on whether or not to publish an order to add a section of bridleway through Ashbeds.
Councillors present accepted this report.

Purslow War Memorial.  The work had been completed to an exceptionally high standard, and in time for the Remembrance Day Service.  Clerk to telephone Mrs Whitehead regarding payment of the Stonemason’s invoice.

Clunton Brook.  Nothing to report at present.

Clunbury Mains Drainage.  Nothing to report at present.

PARISH PLAN

The Chairman introduced Mrs Fiona Hoskins, ex Chairman of the Parish Plan Steering Group, who went through the Parish Plan Action Points for Parish Council, Short Term.  Two were ongoing: Mr Bailey was organising the Notice Board at Purslow, and the problem of litter was being taken forward by Mr Hoskins.  Clerk to check insurance for a possible litter picking team.  Mrs Hoskins would write a report for the Parish Post.
Mrs Hoskins distributed Medium Term Action Points for the Parish Council, and said that the Parish Plan was due to be reviewed in the 2012.  The subject would need to be raised in mid 2011 by the Parish Council.  
Mrs Morgan asked about broadband.  Mrs Hoskins would send the Clerk copies of correspondence with Mr P Dunne about this.  Mr Hartin said the problem would be lack of funding. 

Mr David Hill was invited to speak from the floor and asked whether the Parish Council had an official Constitution.  Clerk to make enquiries.

1) We note that the Annual Audit Report (Section 4) was not completed until some time after the Council’s approval of the Annual Return on 26 May 2010 and have confirmed with the Clerk that no internal audit work was undertaken in relation to the 2009/10 financial year prior to that approval date.  Council members should ensure that they have sufficient evidence to support the assertion in Section 3, Box 6 that the Council has “maintained throughout the year an adequate and effective system of internal audit”.

2) Please ensure that in future years the value included in Section 1, Box 9 agreed to the value of the asset register at year-end.”
