MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 25 NOVEMBER 2010
Agreed unanimously and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record.  It was noted that the name of the pub in Clunton was The Crown, and not The Plough.
MATTERS ARISING:

Bridleway at Ashbeds.  Nothing to report at present.

Clunton Brook.  Site meeting had been arranged for Wednesday 26 January with Mr John Evans from the Environment Agency and Mr Gavin Wong, Drainage Engineer, Shropshire Council.

Clunbury Mains Drainage.  Letter had been received from Mr Paul Sutton, SSHA,  which stated that a Contractor should be appointed soon.
Schools Reorganisation.  It was understood that this was still being discussed.  Mr Croxton said it was possible that one Manager would be running up to 4 schools.  It was thought there was no threat to Clunbury School, although it would be preferable if there were a substantive Head Teacher in post.
LOCAL JOINT COMMITTEE

Mr Croxton reported that a meeting would be held next week, there were many applications for grants to be considered.  Next year grant money available would be cut by 50% to £24,500, and there would be only two full meetings instead of 4.  The next full meeting would be held in about two months’ time.
PARISH PLAN

Clerk to clarify the insurance position regarding volunteer litter pickers.  There may be grant funding to support this.  Mr Hoskins to have something in the Parish Post to ask for volunteers to do the litter picking.

PLANNING

Application No. 10/04672/FUL.  Replacement of boundary fence had been received between meetings, and following a site meeting the comment was returned that part of the proposed fence should be reduced in height.

Application No. 10/05330/LBC.  Works affecting a Grade II Listed Building had also been received between meetings and a comment of No Objection returned.
