ELECTION OF OFFICERS:

Chairman.  Mr H Collins was unanimously elected by all Councillors present.
Vice Chairman.  Mr J Croxton was unanimously elected by all Councillors present.

MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD 31.3.11

Approved unanimously and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record.

MATTERS ARISING:

BOAT1 at Cwm Lane Cottage.  Mr R Webb was invited to speak from the floor and said that the restoration work carried out last year had now disintegrated, and suggested that the only long term solution was to redirect the BOAT to come out in the car park further up the hill.  Mr Hartin said that the problem started when RUPPs were reclassified as BOATs.  There was a problem with redirection because all landowners involved with a redirection would have to give their consent.  Mr Richard Knight from Shropshire Council to be asked to attend a site meeting to establish what could be done.

Ashbeds.  Nothing to report at present.

Clunton Brook.  Forms to request property flood surveys had been received from Shropshire Council.  To Mr D Hill to put on the website and in the Parish Post.
Clunbury Mains Drainage.  No start date yet.

Schools Reorganisation.  Nothing to report at present.

Change of Planning procedures.  Mr Hartin explained that the new requirements for referring planning applications to the committee had to be material considerations, eg. access.  It was now necessary for more that 6 people to object, and such objection needed to be channelled through Mr Hartin.

Hedge at Mallow Cottage needed to be trimmed again as it was damaging wing mirrors, particularly as the camber on the road tended to tip vehicles that way.  Clerk to write to Highways.
